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Belmont High School is a small school of 470 students in grades 9-12, 91 of which make up the Class of 2010.  Located in the Lakes Region of New Hampshire, its students live in a rural and small town environment.  The town of Belmont joined with the town Canterbury in 1971 to form the Shaker Regional School District.  In the autumn of 1998, the high school population occupied a new facility that enables the students and staff to enhance curriculum opportunities.  Belmont High School is accredited by the New England Association of Secondary Schools and Colleges and the New Hampshire Department of Education.

In the fall of 1996, Belmont High School instituted a 4x4 block scheduling system.  Each block is 90 minutes in length, with the second block divided into two 45-minutes periods to accommodate electives such as band and chorus, which are full year courses. Class Rank Information for the Class of 2011

Class rank is established on the basis of all academic credit course work taken for the first six  semesters, again at seven semesters, and at seven and a half semesters for a final GPA.  All grades are used whether they are pass or fail.  When a “U” is assigned, it will receive an automatic 59 for averaging purposes.  All students are ranked in one group due to the small number in the class.  All grades are weighted with academic/honors (level III) receiving a multiple of 1.05 and college preparatory (level II) and general courses receiving their actual numerical grade.  Remedial (level I) courses receive a multiple of .95.  The average 6th semester GPA for the class of 2011 is 84.62 and the median average is 84.85

A total of 25 credits are required to graduate from Belmont High School.  An examination of the individual student transcript is advised for complete information.
