To register students at Belmont High School please call the guidance office to schedule an appointment and please be prepared to bring the following items with you.
Please bring the following materials to register: 
· Copy of transcript or report card (from previous school) 

· Copy of Birth Certificate 

· immunization Record showing ALL immunization dates. 
· Physical Examination (a physical exam can be accepted if it is not over one year old) 

· Special Education - Does the student have an IEP or a 504 Accommodation plan? If so, bring an original copy at the time of registration along with the last Assessment.  If you have any direct questions regarding any Special Education issues – please contact Tonyel Mitchell-Berry, Director of Student Services, at 603-267-9222 

· Custody - If custody is an issue, we will need a copy of the divorce papers that shows who has custody. If the registering parent does not have custody, he or she can not register the child. 

· Proof of Residency - Copy of a purchase and sales agreement, rental contract, or electric bill, showing street address is acceptable. 

If the child being registered does not live with a biological parent then court documents must be provided showing who has legal custody.   In the case of Foster Care – paperwork from Division for Children, Youth and Families (DCYF) will be required along with court documents.  

A child under 18 can not live with anyone in New Hampshire without court ordered legal guardianship.
